• Volunteering is good for the volunteer and good for the recipient. 

 
• RSVP is a nation-wide program (www.seniorcorps.gov). 

 
• RSVP promotes volunteerism. 

 
• There are no meetings. 

 
• There are no dues. 

 
• The volunteer needs to sign in and sign out when volunteering.  

The Volunteer Coordinator will send the volunteered hours to 
RSVP every other month. 
 

• RSVP has an Annual Recognition Breakfast for all their volunteers 
once a year – and you will be invited to attend next year. 
 

• RSVP a has Mileage Reimbursement Program – if you drive, we will 
pay you $.20/mile up to $25/month (there are forms to fill out).  
If you take transit (bus, cab, train), you can also put in for 
reimbursement and you will need your receipts (there are forms to 
fill out).  Reimbursement is to and from your volunteer location. 

 

• RSVP provides all members with supplemental, accident, and 
liability insurance while on volunteer assignment…free.
